English
We have been following the Talk4 writing in Reception. Currently, we are looking at the

‘The Little Red Hen’ and the children have been learning the story, performing it and using
expression. The children are going to be learning the structure of ‘The Little Red hen’ and

writing key words, as well as building the children’s confidence and skills up to writing
independent sentences. The children will also be following a similar process with ‘We’re

going on a bear hunt’ this half term and other traditional stories. 

Maths
We are focussing on the composition of numbers, number bonds to 5 and comparing

groups with one more and one less.
 

We will be solidifying our learning on subitising and cardinality from Autumn term.
We will continue to practise our number formation, again solidifying what the children

learnt in Autumn term. 

Other Topics this term
This term, our topic is Animals and the environment. We are going to be learning about
David Attenborough and Greta Thunberg and the children will learn valuable life skills

from this. 
We will be exploring these topics in various fun and practical ways including making
bread, watching eggs hatch and completing some live animal observational drawings.

independence in using a range of mathematical resources.

In reading we are exploring a non-fiction book called Roots, Stems, Leaves and Flowers

where we ill learn the structure of a non-fiction text and its purpose.
