



History: The Stuarts. What were the social and religious changes that occurred in Britain during this time? Children will continue their learning of this time period, continuing to develop a chronologically secure understanding of this significant period of British history and diving even deeper into the changing power of the monarchy during the 17th century.                                                Geography: Exploring Africa. Where would you prefer to live: England or Africa? Children will locate Africa on a world map and recognise and name the 54 countries. They will use compass points to locate each country. They will then focus in on the 5 regions of Africa, studying: Nigeria, Morocco, Central African Republic, Tanzania and South Africa. They will learn about human and physical features, climate, resources, trade, exports and biomes. Children will continue to develop their atlas and map skills using digi maps.                                                                     Science: States of Matter. Children will learn to compare and group materials according to whether they are solids, liquids or gases. They will learn that some materials change state when they are heated or cooled and be able to identify and name these processes as melting, freezing, evaporating or condensing. They will learn about the water cycle and be able to identify the part played by evaporation and condensation in the water cycle. Children will work scientifically to plan and conduct investigations involving melting and evaporation. They will learn to associate the rate of evaporation with temperature.                               Art: Textiles - linked to Geography topic, Africa.
