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Religious Education 

Intent, Implementation and Impact Statement  
Intent 
At Aberford C of E Primary School, Religious Education has a unique place as a central subject in the curriculum. We believe that it is vital for all of our pupils to learn from and about religion, so that they can understand the world around them. Through Religious Education, we want the pupils to develop their knowledge of world faiths and their understanding and awareness of the beliefs, values and traditions of other individuals, cultures and communities. The principle aim for our Religious Education curriculum is for the children to engage in an enquiry based approach where they can ask questions about the world and reflect on their own beliefs and values. The curriculum has a significant role for the development of pupils’ spiritual, moral, social and cultural development and will provide learners with the knowledge and understanding of Christianity and other religious traditions and beliefs. We aim for our pupils to develop knowledge throughout school to help them to be confident in articulating their opinions. The curriculum will encourage the children to search for their own identity and purpose and will encourage them to be accepting and to develop a positive attitude towards all.  
Implementation
Religious Education teaching at Aberford encourages the children to ask big questions and to think on a deeper level. We use Understanding Christianity and the Locally Agreed Syllabus as the basis for our curriculum. The selected units are outlined in our Religious Education curriculum mapping and have been carefully chosen and plotted together, progressing throughout the school. As part of each lesson, children are immersed in discussions, activities, stillness, and reflection times. Teachers carefully deliver Religious Education lessons to ensure that children feel that they can be themselves, without any judgement. Lessons give children a sense of purpose and help them to feel that they are part of something bigger in the world. 
Experiences and Enrichment opportunities at Aberford: 

-Exploring sacred texts. 

-Using drama and imaginative play to express feelings and ideas. 

-Responding to images, stories, art, music or dance. 

-Meeting visitors from local religious communities. 

-Making visits to religious places of worship where possible. 

-Taking part in whole-school events. EG: Harvest Festival, faith days. 

-Using the prayer spaces around school to reflect. 

-Debating during RE lessons. 
-Handling artefacts. 

-Participating in Collective Worships. 

-Regular visits to Aberford C of E Church. 

-A learning journal style RE big book for each class. 

Impact

At Aberford C of E Primary School, we aim to ensure that our Religious Education curriculum is of high quality and equips children with the knowledge of world religions and beliefs. Our aim is to ensure that all children are equipped with the skills and knowledge that will enable them to be ready for the next stage in their learning and life in the wider world. Pupils are given many opportunities to articulate their thinking and learning in every unit and this is supported by the ‘Digging Deeper’ sections of Understanding Christianity. We want the children to have thoroughly enjoyed their learning in Religious Education and to be able to recall their learning over time. We aim for the children to be confident to be able to talk about their learning, using specific vocabulary and that their quality of work is good, demonstrating knowledge, skills and vocabulary that meet the planned outcomes.

-Reflecting on standards achieved against the planned outcomes. 

-Monitoring and analysis of the curriculum. 

-Pupil discussions. 

-The quality of work in RE books and in RE learning environments. 

-Learning walks. 
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
