
English: We begin with a focus on the novel ‘Stone Age Boy’ which links with our history topic. Throughout this unit, children will use their VIPERS skills to predict, infer, explain, retrieve and summarise. They will explore characters through drama, write diary entries from differing viewpoints, revise how to extend sentences with more than one clause by using a range of conjunctions, improve writing using expanded noun phrases and continue to use accurate punctuation. The unit will finish with writing their own historical narrative in the style of Stone Age Boy but from a different historical period of their choice. Our poetry this half term is based on Limericks and Clerihews where the children will identify the structure and rhythm of these poetry forms, write their own versions and rehearse these for performance. As always, Grammar and punctuation continues to be an important part of our English work as well as handwriting and presentation. Whole Class reading will take place every day where we will explore a range of text extracts.

Maths: Year 4: Multiplication and Division: Factor pairs, multiplying and dividing by 10 and 100, related facts for multiplication and division, multiplying and dividing a: 2-digit number by a 1-digit number and a 3-digit number by a 1-digit number, correspondence problems and efficient multiplication. Length and Perimeter: km, m, equivalent lengths, perimeter, missing lengths and perimeter of polygons. History: Stone Age to Iron Age. In this unit, children learn about prehistory in Britain, and how we find out about prehistory. They discover what life was like through each of the main time periods of the Stone Age, right through to the Iron Age. Children find out about how civilisation started, how agriculture became a huge driving force for things like stone circles to be built and how different metals such as bronze and iron changed the way we interacted with each other and created huge defensive earthworks that we can even see and walk today.                                                                   Geography: Our Geography topic this half term is All around the world. Children will take a closer look at where the countries of the world are located, and some of the ways geographers describe locations. Children will learn to locate and describe places using longitude and latitude and find out about some of the important lines that delineate specific areas of the Earth - the Equator, the Hemispheres, the Poles and the Tropics. Finally, by looking more closely at the lines of longitude, children will develop their understanding of time zones.                                                                    Science: This half term, we focus on Light. Children will recognise that they need light to see things and that dark is the absence of light. They will learn to identify light sources; explore what happens when light reflects off mirrors or other reflective materials and think of ways to protect themselves from the sun. They will investigate which materials make the best/worst shadows and conduct an experiment to find out about the relationship between the height of a light source and the length of a shadow. Children will also experience a range of activities to discover how mirrors work.                                                                                               Art: Our art this half term links with our Stone Age topic and the children will experience painting and mono-printing investigating the artist Georgia O-Keefe.                                                                                     D.T.: Torches linked with our Light topic in science.                                                                                 Music: Stop! A rap and song about bullying. The children will complete ‘Listen and Appraise’ activities for the main song and five other related songs, along with ‘Learn the song’, ‘Improvise’, ‘Compose’, ‘Play your instrument’ and ‘Perform’.                                 R.E.: How do the five pillars guide Muslims? The unit includes work on Muslim beliefs and practices, including the belief in Allah and the importance of  the Prophet Muhammad. It expands and develops learning about the Five Pillars of Islam as a way of focusing on key beliefs for Muslims.
