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Government Grants Awarded

total number of schools who have been selected from across the county.

Our vision is one of
excellence from the very beginning of a child’'s education to the moment they leave us as confident,
capable young people, ready for the next stage of life. The expansion of our nursery provision will help
ensure that more families can benefit from this strong start, delivered by skilled staff in nurturing and
well-resourced settings.

Their expertise, care and enthusiasm create the warm and purposeful environments that children thrive
in. With the new provision for 2-year-olds, we will be able to offer even more tailored support to meet
children’s individual needs and foster their early development.
