Mathematics English - Reading English - Writing 

Place Value - Practise writing 3 
and 4-digit numbers in number 

form and as words.  Can your child 
say how many thousands/

hundreds/tens/ones there are in 
any given number?  Can they tell 
you what 10 more/10 less/100 

more/100 less/1000 more/1000 
less is? Practise rounding num-
bers to the nearest 10, 100 and 

1000.  We are also learning about 
Roman Numerals - there is a 

great song on YouTube which I 
know they will enjoy showing you! 

Please remember to go on TT 
Rockstars too. 

Pupils will be given spellings every 
week based on the spelling pattern 
they have been learning about in 

school.  The spellings they will need 
to learn will be sent home to you 

each Friday so that you can work on 
them with your child at home in prep-
aration for a spelling test the follow-
ing Friday.  Assignments which follow 
the weekly spelling pattern, will be on 

Spelling Shed prior to the test.  
Please practise on there as much as 
possible.  There are also statutory 
spellings for Year 3 and 4 that do 
not follow specific rules.  We will 

work on these in school, but if they 
could practise them at home too, that 

would be fantastic. 

All pupils should be reading at 
least 3 times  every week, with an 

adult or independently.  Please 
ensure you record any reading 
(this does not have to be their 
reading book) in their reading 

diaries. 

Reading books and diaries should 
be in school every day. Read 3x a 

week to earn 2 Dojo points.
