Describes and compares the observable features of 
	Identifies whether things are alive, dead or have never lived. 
 
Describes how different habitats provide for the basic needs of different kinds of animals and plants, and how they depend on each other. 
 
Names different plants and animals and describe how they are suited to different habitats. 
 
Groups animals according to what they eat, describe how animals get their food from other animals and/or plants, and use simple food chains 
	Distinguishes objects from materials, describes their properties, identifies and groups everyday materials and compares their suitability for different uses.
