Students should make flashcards
that have minimal information on
them. For example, they might
read a paragraph of text in a
revision guide and then convert
this into three or four bullet points
on a flashcard.

QUIZZING /

Students should use revision guides
to write their own quiz questions
based on the core knowledge.
Quizzing improves transfer of
knowledge, connection-building, A

and making inferences betw een

different pieces of information.

The most effective
flashcards usually have a
question on one side and
an answer on the other.
Students should then test .,
