Assessment
Internally, the subject is assessed regularly in class through a scientific process of retrieval 
tasks (low stakes knowledge quizzes), checking for understanding (regularly revisiting key 
knowledge and concepts), enactment of ‘hinge questions’ and summary tasks / exit tickets. 
Multiple choice questions are used regularly to embed the core knowledge. 

Also, during the lessons the students will apply the knowledge being taught by carrying out a 
number of disciplinary tasks which are usually extended responses using exam questions. We 
are very aware though that for pupils to write extensively and critically they need sound, 
secure knowledge in order to express themselves.

Externally, the students will sit three exams at the end of year 11 (2023) and usually they start 
in June:

PAPER 1 – Medicine Through Time
PAPER 2 – American West / Anglo-Saxon Norman England
PAPER 3 – Weimar and Nazi Germany
