Government announcements

The result of this announcement is transition days have had to be altered to virtual meets as the DfE are keen for settings to maintain the integrity of bubbles; sports day has had to be altered to an Anson Olympic Day with no parents as spectators; and leavers’ events has had to altered and will not be held in the normal way – children needing to be kept in separate individual groups.

Events will go ahead but they will be different to normal and on a much smaller scale.
