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Dear Parents

Welcome back to a new school year, I hope you have had a lovely summer. The loss of Mrs Allen is felt by everyone across the school and I hope that, with your support, I will settle quickly into the role of class 2 teacher and get to know you and your children well. If there is anything you would like to ask then please don’t hesitate to approach me. Our topic for this term is all about The Great Fire of London.  You can find details of our intended learning on the topic web over the page.  The children will be working towards the targets detailed in their reports at the end of last term.  These can also been found in the back of their homework diaries.

Class Information:

Spellings:  These are weekly in Class 2 and will be tested on a Monday. Pupils will then be given new spellings on Monday of each week, giving them plenty of time over the week to practice. Spellings will be based on different sounds each week and time will be spent in class building these words into sentences.  The availability of an app that you can download and use at home to learn the set spellings through puzzles and games.  The app is called ‘Spelling Shed’ and has a bee on the picture.  Your child’s log in for this and other digital learning opportunities available can be found inside the front cover of their diary.
Homework:  Is set weekly in Class 2. Homework will be sent out on Friday and must be returned the following Friday. Homework is intended to be a consolidation of what has been learnt in class and should therefore not be too difficult for your child to complete. It is designed to give you the opportunity to spend time with your child, encouraging them in their efforts. Each week your child will receive one piece of literacy related homework and one piece of maths related homework. This will be placed in a named poly pocket and should be returned in the same to avoid homework being damaged in transition from home to school.
Reading: Reading is the key to all good learning and should be actively encouraged. Children’s books should be read each night for a minimum of 10 minutes, preferably out loud to an adult. School Reading books will be changed on a Monday, Wednesday and Friday if they are placed in the basket with the diary signed. Lots of children also enjoy reading through ‘Bug club’ and this could be used if your child has completed their book on a Tuesday or Thursday. Home-school diaries will be checked each day for messages. In school, the children are also listened to at least once a week, in guided reading or individually to an adult when possible.

Water bottles:  Each child should have a water bottle in school that is clearly named, the children can have a drink from these at any time throughout the school day and they are sent outside at breaks and lunches. Bottles will be returned home and the end of each day for washing and refilling.

Before school routines At 8.55 the bell is rung on the playground and Class 2 children should circle up on the hopscotch area in the playground.

Uniform Please ensure that all uniform including PE kits are clearly labelled with your child’s name. This year, PE will be on Tuesdays and Fridays. Class 2 will be gardening on Thursday afternoons this year and will need suitable footwear on this day.
Snacks All children in class 2 are provided with a piece of fruit each day free of charge.
Milk A form will be sent home separately for parents who wish their child to also receive milk each day. Payment for this will be through ParentPay.
Open Door Policy: Please do not hesitate to contact us at school if you have any concerns, the open door policy at Anson means we are available for 15 minutes before or after school to talk through any problems. (If you need longer, we can arrange a mutually agreeable time.)
