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10. Embedding learning into long-term memory/Continuous Provision
Ofsted state and this is confirmed by research – “Learning is defined as an alteration in long-term memory. If nothing has altered in long-term memory nothing has been learned.”
This is one of our guiding principles and therefore informs much of our teaching and learning practice. 
Throughout every area of our curriculum, we aim to consolidate and embed learning at every possible opportunity. We do this through a number of systems and procedures as outlined below.
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RRR Tasks — OWL/Science/RE

Reading/Retrieval/Recall tasks are
done at the start of each lesson.
This is a very short text based on
learning done in the previous
week which children are required
to answer retrieval based
questions on. These tasks should
take no longer than five minutes.
In OWL, this task may not include
a text to read from but require the
children to retrieve information
from knowledge organisers.
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Short fluency based tasks
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handuwritten on the board
and completed in Busy
Books. Questions may be
based on one particular
area of Maths or
multiple. Consolidation
through this process may
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past.
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
