Maths  

This half term we will be looking at number and place 

value up to 10 and learning to match quantities of 

objects to a numeral. We will be looking at how we 

can sort objects into different groups and using 

language to compare them.  We will be measuring 

time in simple ways for example using the language 

of morning, afternoon and learning the days of the 

week.  We will be identifying and using the language 

of shape and begin to measure objects by length and 

height. 

Help your child at home by asking them to pass you a 

specific number of items! Number songs are good 

too for example 5 speckled frogs.
