· Knows how to pronounce all single letter sounds and some letter strings. Show an awareness of sound patterns and be clearly understood.
· Communicate by asking and asnswering a wider range of questions with some success.  For example: 
· taking part in an interview/survey about food/drinks

· Understand and express simple opinions and begin to why, using some basic justifications (it’s exciting, boring, healthy etc.)
