Diarrhoea and Vomiting (D&V)
From time to time children suffer diarrhoea and/or vomiting either at home or at school.  In such cases a child must stay away from School/Nursery until they have been free of symptoms for 48 hours (the ‘48 hour rule’) and feel well.  Please see attached a copy of the Public Health Agency Guidance overleaf for information.  
If your child has diarrhoea and/or vomiting at school we will ask you or your emergency contact to take your child home.  They should not return for 48 hours. We appreciate that this is inconvenient in many cases, and you may not believe your child is ill, but you will appreciate that we do this in all cases and it should reduce the risk of infection for all children in school.  For example, if your child is sick at lunchtime on a Tuesday, they should not return to school until after lunch on Thursday, provided there have not been any further episodes of vomiting. 
If your child has diarrhoea and/or vomiting at home, please don't forget to report the reason for your child's absence before 8:50am (please telephone 0115 9667930 - option 1 – and state your child's name, class and the reason for their absence).  As required by law, we log this information on our SIMS attendance data every morning and afternoon.
