Year 2 visit to Gulliver’s Kingdom – Monday 20th July 2026 

 

As many of you are aware we usually take the Year 2 children away overnight on camp. Unfortunately 

this year we are unable to do this, making it affordable for families and the same experience for the 

children. For this reason, we decided to change it to a treat day instead.  

 

We have arranged a visit to Gulliver’s Kingdom.  The cost of the visit is £19.23 per child (payable 

via your child’s MCAS account by 10th July please) and this includes return coach transport, entry 

to the theme park and a chip supper.   

 

Useful Information 

 

• Pupils will travel to and from Gulliver’s Kingdom by coach (accompanied by school staff). 

• The children must wear their school uniform.  They should be suitably dressed for the 

weather conditions on the day.  Please send them with a hat (named) and have sunscreen 

applied before school.   

 

• Spending money is not required. 

• The children will need a packed lunch and a drink (no fizzy drinks or glass bottles please) to 

take with them to eat at the venue.  This can either be a home prepared packed lunch or you 

can order a school prepared one (as Year 2 children are entitled to Universal Free Meals there 

would be no charge for the packed lunch).   Please confirm the arrangements on the hard copy 

permission form which will be sent home nearer the time.  

• If your child needs to take any medication with them on this trip (such as inhalers, hay fever 

medicine and travel sickness tablets) you will need to fill out a separate form for each 

medicine and hand the completed form and the medication (in a clear sandwich bag with your 

child’s name on it) in on the day.     

• We will be returning to school at approximately 6pm, depending on traffic.  Once back at 

school the children will have their sausage & chips supper .  We will request details relating to 

special dietary needs on the hard copy permission form which will be sent home nearer 

the time. 

• Please collect your child from school at 7pm. 

• If you have pre-ordered tuck (toast) on the day of the trip don’t forget to cancel it on MCAS 

or you may still be charged.
