Each family in 1a, 1b and 1c may purchase a maximum of two tickets for the performance (to comply 

with Fire Regulations, seating in the Hall is strictly limited and we are therefore unable to offer 

families additional tickets for the performance).  Booking is essential, tickets are £2.50 each (to 

cover the cost of purchasing licenses, costumes etc,) and should be purchased via My Child at 

School (MCAS).  Bookings close at midnight on 15th December.   

 

We will not be issuing physical tickets, as MCAS payment enables us to produce the guest list for the 

performance, which will be checked on the day.  

 

We would like to clarify the arrangements for the day as follows: 

 

• In advance of the performance, we will set out enough seats to match the number of booked 

seats via MCAS.    

 

• The pedestrian gate on Cross Street will be opened approximately ten minutes before the 

performance start time (the pedestrian gate on Bestwood Avenue is kept locked between 9.15am 

and 3.15pm). 

 

• The payment guest list will be checked and you will be invited to take your seats approx. 5 

minutes before the performance is due to start. 

 

• The main vehicular access gates leading to the staff car park generally remains closed during the 

day, if the gate happens to be open please do not park in the car park as you risk being locked in 

(the gates will remain locked between 8.30 & 9.10am and again between 3.00 & 3.50pm). 

 

• No Pushchairs/Buggies in the Hall please (they can be left in the lobby area at the front of school)
