Dear Parents and Carers, 
With one week to go until half term, we are squishing lots into every school day. This week KS1 have enjoyed their visit from White Post Farm and upper KS2 have had a fabulous week either outdoors at Kingswood or in school doing art, computing and forest schools. 

I’d like to say a big thank you as pick up and drop off times do seem to be going smoothly. As cases of Covid-19 are on the rise again, you are most welcome to wear masks whilst on site. We have had a number of cases of Covid-19 in school this half term. So far we have not had any linked cases and so have not had an outbreak. It is really important that you keep your children at home if they are unwell. If they display any of the main Covid-19 symptoms (persistent cough, temperature, or loss of taste or smell) please get them PCR tested. Lateral Flow tests are not recommended for primary aged children and so we would always recommend getting a PCR, this will keep others safer.

Please note: If any of the following happen after completing this form you must contact the
School Aged Immunisation Service: if your child becomes wheezy, has a bad attack of
asthma, has started steroid tablets for asthma or has had this vaccination anywhere else.

How will the vaccination be given to your child?
We are a team of killed and experienced nurses and support staf. The flu vaccination isa
quick and simple spray up the nose.

Step one: The nurse places the tip of  thin plastic tube just nside the nostril.
“The child can breathe normally whilst the vaccine is given.
Step two: Half of the vaccine is sprayed in one nostrl.
Step three: The other half of the vaccine is sprayed into the other nostril
