Paper Pumpkins – Yayoi Kusama Style 
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What you’ll need:
1. Heavy paper or any white paper you have!
2. Hole punch or sharp pencil. 
3. Scissors.
4. Pipe cleaners or string. 
5. Ruler and pencil.
6. Sticky dots, felt pens, crayons or paint. 




Instructions:
1. Using your ruler, divide the paper into even sections. Roughly 3cm deep and 20cm wide depending on how big you want your pumpkin to be. 
2. Decorate one side of each strip with dots – you could use dot stickers if you have any, felt tip pens, pencils or cotton buds and paint.
3. Using a hole punch or sharp pencil, punch a hole in each end of the sections.
4. Create a twisted loop at the end of one pipe cleaner or a large knot if you are using thread. Then thread the pipe cleaner through one side of each strip of paper.  
5. After all the strips are threaded, thread the other end of the paper on to the other end of the pipe cleaner or thread the piece of string through the top holes. The result will be a bent piece of paper connected to the pipe cleaner or string on both ends. If you are using string, tie a knot at the top too.
6. Spread out the paper to form your pumpkin. 
7. Add a leaf or stalk if your wish.
