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Spending on improving teaching might include professional
development, trining and support for early career teachers and
recruitment and retention. Ensuring an effective teacher is in front of
every class, and that every teacher is supported o keep improving, is
the key ingredient of a successful school and should rightly be the top
priority for Pupil Premium spending.

2 Targeted academic support

Evidence consistently shows the positive impact that targeted academic
support can have, inclucing on those who are not making good progress
acr0ss the spectium of achievement. Considering how classroom
teachers and teaching assistants can provide targeted academic Support,
including how 1o ink Structured one-to-one or small group intervention to
classroom teaching, i likely to be a key component of an effective Pupil
Premium strategy.

3 Wider strategies

Wider strategies relate 1o the most significant non-academic barers
1o success in school, including attendance, behaviour and social and
emotional support. While many barrers may be common between
schools, it is also kely that the specific features of the community each
school serves wil affect spending in this category.
