Dear Parents / Carers,

This term will be particularly busy as we start the term by
completing our topics from the Autumn term, and begin our
new topics for the Spring term.

During this term, we will also continue to support your child
on the lead up to their SATSs tests, which they will be sitting
in May.

Our subjects and their topics for this term are:

Maths — converting units; ratio; decimals; fractions, decimals
and percentages; area, perimeter and volume.

Science — Light (as we switched with electricity last term)
and Animals include humans.

Homework

Maths and English homework will continue to be sent home
on a Thursday; to be completed by the following Tuesday.
Maths homework will mainly be completed on MyMaths and
will focus on what has been learnt in the week.

For English, your child will be given a workbook — focusing
on grammar and spelling activities — each week your child
will be asked to complete specific pages.

Reading
In addition to any homework tasks, you should also support

your child by listening to them read every night. Once your
child completes their school reading book, they are expected
to complete an online quiz (in school), which asses their
understanding of what they have read.

Spellings and Timestables

It is important that your child practises their spellings and
timestables.

Spellings should be practised at home ready for the weekly
spelling test, which will remain on a Friday. Spelling lists will
be given out every term, as well as being uploaded onto the
Google Classroom.
