Do not come to school 

• Whole household to isolate for 14 days 

• Book a test for your child immediately 

• Inform school using guide below 
 

Ring school attendance   (Mrs Leyland or Miss Rigby – 01772 421 009:  option 1) 

• Details of your child's name and tutor group. 

• The reason for their absence. 

• If child has symptoms of Covid 19 please state which ones - persistent cough, 

high temperature, loss of taste/smell or more than one symptom. 

NHS Test & Trace / Balshaw’s  

has identified my child as a 

close contact of a confirmed 

case:

(If sickness/diarrhoea 

leave 48 hours since 

last bout).

• Whole household self-

isolate for 14 days. 

• Close contacts/bubble 

informed and isolate 

for 14 days. 

• Remote learning in 

place. 

 

Contact school 

• We will agree a date 

for return (usually 

same day or next day 

at latest).  

The advice above assumes that anyone travelling from an area where quarantine is required that a 14 day period of quarantine is 

undertaken. 

The advice above does not include students who have been instructed by a medical professional that they must resume shielding.
