With another national lockdown upon us, there are likely to be a lot of young people who may struggle 

over the coming months and need some additional support.  
Kooth is a free and safe online mental health and wellbeing support service for young people. We 

provide support to anyone aged 10-16, from online counselling to self help tools, to our community of 

young people offering peer support to each other. 
We recognise that with the ensuing lockdown, students will be spending more of their time at home with 

their families. This is why we would like to extend our offer of Kooth sessions for students' parents 

and carers, so they can hear from us how and why Kooth can be an appropriate support for their 

children. 
We kindly ask for school staff to promote these sessions out to your parent and carer networks, as this 

is a valuable opportunity for them to directly ask us as a service any questions they have around safety 

and access to the Kooth site.  
We have four dates scheduled for these parent/carer sessions: Tuesday 24th November, Thursday 3rd 

December, Monday 7th December, and finally Wednesday 16th December.
