We may not be able to miraculously solve a problem, but God has gifted us in other 
ways to help. (John 2:1-11)

day 3: praise god for his divine love.

The nature of God’s love is unchangeable. Ours alternates all too 
readily. If it is our habit to love God with our own affection we shall 
turn cold towards Him whenever we are unhappy.
