BOOKBUZZ — ALL our Year 7 students have had the
opportunity to choose a free book to keep and take
home as part of the BookBuzz scheme. BOOKBUZZ is a
reading programme from BookTrust that aims to help
schools inspire a love of reading in 11 to 13-year-olds.

All students were able to choose a book from a list of 17 titles. These are due
to be delivered mid November and will then form the basis of a number of
Yr7 English lessons taking place in the library.

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PAIRED READING — As part of our school wide literacy
initiative we have a small group of Year 9 & 10 students
currently taking part in a paired reading session during
afternoon form time once a week. They are mentored by
either a trainee teacher or a sixth form student.

YEAR 7 LITERACY JOURNAL - All our Year 7 students
have been issued with a Literacy Journal, a book bag and a
reading overlay. The journal includes a reading diary
section, subject keywords and termly book reviews.

We ask that ALL year 7 students also bring a reading book
with them every day as part of their equipment. This can
be kept in their bookbag along with their journal.
