	Project 1- Food
	Project 2-  Fantastic and Strange 

	Unit overview:
Students will develop a range of skills and gain a knowledge and understanding of how the theme of food can be explored through textiles. 
[bookmark: _Hlk157516944]They will develop observational skills through the use of different media, materials and techniques. They will develop their use of textiles through hand embroidery, free machine embroidery, applique, reverse applique, block printing, batik etc.

Artists and designers such as Kate Talbot and Alicja Kozlowska, will be used to embed their understanding and develop their ideas.
	Unit overview: 
Students will continue to develop a range to skills and gain a knowledge and understanding of how the theme of fantastic and strange can be explored through textiles.  

They will continue to develop their observational drawing skills through the use of different media and materials. They will continue to explore their use of textiles techniques such as dissolvable fabric, wire, needle felting and wet felting etc to help inspire and develop their work.  

Students will explore the art style Steampunk and draw inspiration from books, films, characters, and stroires to explore the ‘Fantastic and Strange’ theme. Artists such as Matthew Cox, Lyndie Douthre and Stacey Page will be used to embed their knowledge and develop their ideas. 

These experiments will then lead the students to complete a headpiece based on the ideas they have explored through fantastic and strange.  


	Skills:
Student will develop their:
-photography skills to collect primary imagery to inspire their project.
- observational drawing skills through the use of pencil, pen, coloured pencil, collage etc
-Hand embroidery skills 
-sewing machine skills, understanding how to set up the machines, use them for functional and creative stitch. 
-applique and reverse applique skills.
-Use of batik and silk painting.
-understanding of surface pattern textiles through the use of block printing.
- ability to analyse the work of artists and work in their style. 
- understanding how to develop and refine their work. 
-Presentational skills to enhance sketchbook pages.
	 Skills: 
Students will retrieve and develop skills used in KS3 and their prior project, as well as: 
-Experimenting further with different media for drawing such as ink and bleach, fineliner and wash, dip pen and ink etc
-Developing use of clay and wire to explore creating 3D elements.
-Experiment with free machine embroidery into different surfaces such as PVA glue, acetate, Angelina fibres etc
- explore felting techniques both dry (needle) and wet felting,
-continue to explore surface pattern textiles through print techniques such as monoprinting.
- understand how to create surface patterns using the heat press and heat transfer dyes. 
-develop initial ideas to work towards an end goal. 
- create a personal response within their artwork.
-consider construction techniques for 3D work. 

	Assessments:
Assessment is done through verbal formative feedback and the departmental marking scheme. This will then allow the students to reflect and develop their own work based on the feedback given. Self, peer assessment activities are also incorporated into the lessons at certain points in the project. Homework is marked against success criteria, and students will green pen on how to improve. DIRT time is built into future classwork and homework. Classwork and homework is tracked throughout using GCSE 1-9 criteria.

	Homework:
Homework for Y9 is sketchbook based and timeframe/ regularity will vary depend on the task given. Tasks will include artist research, observational drawings, collage activities, design idea development or responding to feedback by improving or refining current work. Activities are set alongside class work to enhance and develop the student's experience. Students have the opportunity to complete homework after hours using the facilities in the art rooms if required. Visual exemplars are shared with students on synergy for reference.

	Project 1- Under the Sea
	Project 2-  Stitched portraits

	Unit overview:
Students will develop a range of skills and gain a knowledge and understanding of how the theme of Under the Sea can be developed in Textiles. 
At the beginning of the project, students visit the Blue Planet Aquarium to complete primary research for their project. This will provide them initial ideas and inspiration they can develop throughout their sketchbook.

During the project, continue to develop observational skills through the use of different media, materials and techniques. They will develop their use of textiles through trapunto, hot textiles, shibori, fabric manipulation techniques, fused fabrics etc.

Artists and designers such as Nikki Parmenter and Iris Van Herpen are used to inspire and develop their work throughout the project.

By experimenting with a range of media, completing observational studies and exploring the work of artists/designers, students will then work on creating their own personal outcome for the project.
	Unit overview:

Students will continue to develop their bank of textiles techniques and build upon their observational skills by exploring Stitched Portraits.

Students will begin the project by undertaking primary research, photographing and completing direct observational drawing of family and friends.

During the project they will continue to experiment with a range of different media such as etching, lazy patchwork, as well as retrieving their knowledge and enhancing their execution of techniques they have already been introduced to in both KS3 and KS4. 

Artists and Designers will be chosen by students to inspire and develop their own personal response to the theme.

At the end of the project, the students will work on creating a small personal outcome for the project.

	Skills:
Students will develop their:
-Photography and photomanipulation skills
-observational drawing skills by working from real life sources.
- drawing skills working in a variety of media such as biro, ink and bleach, coloured pencil etc.
-understanding of a range of artist/designers work and how they can use their work to inform their own experimentations.
-presentational skills to ensure their sketchbook is to a high standard.
- hand embroidery skills creating a further bank of stitches and techniques
- knowledge of free machine embroidery working into a range of surfaces such as fusing fabric, trapped dissolvable, fused plastics.
-understanding of surface pattern textiles by working with lino to create a 3 layered print. 
- fabric manipulation skills working with crashing, slashing, ruffles, shibori.
- understanding of how to create high quality personal response within a project. 
-fashion illustration and visualisation skills through collaging and drawing. 
-understanding of how to develop and refine their work when creating an outcome.
	 Skills: 
Students will develop their:
-Photography and photomanipulation skills to gather primary research.
-observational skills working in a range of media such as graphite and chalk, fineliner, watercolour, acrylic painting etc.
-understanding how to respond to the work of artists/designers to inspire their own work.
-presentational skills to ensure their sketchbook is to a high standard.
-applique and reverse applique skills using further layers to create detail. 
- understanding of surface pattern textiles using dry point etching to print onto fabric.
- knowledge and execution of a range of textiles techniques such as needle felting, batik, free machine embroidery. 
-understanding of how to create high quality personal response within a project.
-understanding of how to develop and refine their work when creating an outcome.



	Assessments:
Assessment is done through verbal formative feedback and the filling in of task-by-task checklist. This will then allow the students to reflect and develop their own work based on the feedback given. Self, peer assessment activities are also incorporated into the lessons at certain points in the project. Homework is marked against criteria and tracked via their task by task checklist too. DIRT time is built into future classwork and homework. Classwork and homework is tracked throughout using GCSE 1-9 criteria.

	Homework:
Homework for Y10 is sketchbook based and timeframe/ regularity will vary depend on the tack given. Tasks will include artist research, observational drawings, presentation of sketchbook pages or responding to feedback by improving or refining current work. Activities are set alongside class work to enhance and develop the student's experience. Students have the opportunity to complete homework after hours using the facilities in the art rooms if required. All tasks are uploaded onto Synergy with visual exemplars.

	Externally Set Assignment  

	Unit overview:
The mock exam allows the students to understand the process of the externally set assignment from the exam board.
A brief is set for the students to be inspired by and allow them to develop their project in their own personal way. They are given a suggested guidelines of tasks to direct and help them to complete their project. The list comprises of skills- based tasks and artist research pieces that relate to their chosen theme.
Towards the end of the project, students will develop ideas for an outcome. They will create their outcome in 10 hours (2 school days) of exam conditions.
	Unit overview:

In the Spring term, students are given the exam paper from AQA. The paper consists of 7 different briefs that students are to select one from to inspire and develop their project. 

Running up to Easter they are to complete observational drawings, photography, experiments and artist research to develop their project in their own personal way.

The formal exam date will be set, and students will have 10 hours (exam conditions) to complete their final outcome for their externally set assignment.

Retrieval of skills from KS3, Y9 and Y10.
