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Religious Education Common Homework – Life of Christ 
Images of Jesus
Learning Outcomes: 
· To have an understanding in different cultural images of Jesus from across the world. 
· To demonstrate how others relate to these pictures and then create your own image of Jesus presenting the findings.
Jesus lived and walked on earth for about 33 years in the 1st century AD.  For most of his life he worked, as a carpenter, in the town of Nazareth, a busy place in northern Israel.  It was only in the final three years of his life that he took to the road as a teacher, prophet and healer, attracting both followers, enemies, and also the ordinary people, who gathered round in large numbers to listen to his words and seek his healing powers.
Jesus raised questions as soon as he appeared on the public stage, back in the first century: Who is he? Where does he come from? How can he speak with such authority? These questions and many more have continued over the past 2,000 years and have been asked by believers, non believers, the curious, and by challengers of the Christian faith.
No one man has been more influential across the world than that of Jesus and it is not surprising that people will have an image of him, which connects to they are.  For some he is a great teacher whose stories transform lives.   Jesus may be the prophet, who challenges how people live and treat each other in society.  He could be the healer who brings everlasting life and peace as the Son of God or the saviour, the one who suffers for our sins.  However our personal interpretation he has undoubtedly made us think.
For a Christian, Jesus is more than just a man who did good things.  He is the Son of God who came to show us what God is like and through his death and resurrection he draws us back to God.
Your task is to:
· Research into the history of 3 very different images of Jesus.  There are some very useful websites.  Do not rely on every thing you read on the internet and do not copy and paste information that is not your own work. http://www.rejesus.co.uk/site/module/faces_of_jesus/
· Look at the different ways in which Jesus has been portrayed in art, in a variety of styles and cultures.  

· Insert and describe each image and what the painter suggests about who Jesus is; what are the artists saying about Jesus in the way that they portray him?
· Explain whether the image fits your personal or learned image of Jesus and why.
· Create your own image of Jesus and explain why you have pictured him in this way.  Your findings are then to be presented in the form of a booklet and your painting of Jesus unveiled!!
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Creating your Image and booklet
Here are some ideas as to how to go about this task:
1. Be sure you are prepared!  Have all your research; it is all your own work (no cut and paste!), you have the correct materials and you understand what you are writing about.

2. Write neatly or type up your research with appropriate images. 
3. Make sure the pictures that you have inserted are clearly visible with the correct information about the artist’s image of Jesus.

· Insert and describe what you can see in the picture.
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What do you think are the artists saying about Jesus in the way that they portray him?  His features, the background objects, any text or writing, Jesus’ expression…etc. 
· Explain whether the image fits your personal or learned image of Jesus and why or why not.  Who might picture Jesus in this way other than the artist, why?
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You may create your image in a variety of different ways, you could paint it on paper, cloth, add texture or use different materials…your image should say lots about how you think about Jesus and who you are.

5. You can use coloured paper and you may want to make a decorative cover to make it look interesting to read.  
6. Your booklet should be no larger than size A4.
