Understanding English, Communication and Lanquages

The children will be encouraged to discuss texts and
express their preferences and viewpoints. They will use spoken language to develop
their understanding through imagining and exploring ideas in role play drama.
There will be a particular focus this year on ‘oracy’. Children will be developing
their ability to articulate ideas, develop understanding and engage with others
through spoken language. These sessions are daily.

Children will be encouraged to use VIPERS to explain thoughts about
what has been read and ask and answer questions about different texts. They will
be developing their skimming and scanning skills. Opportunities to develop reading
is given through 1:1 reading sessions with an adult and guided reading and/or
through English sessions.

Using the texts 'The Seed of Doubt' and ‘Arthur and Golden Rope’, the
class will be given opportunities to develop a range of writing skills including non-
chronological reports, a leaflet, setting descriptions, letter and short stories. They
will be using complex sentences to convey more than one idea, encouraged to use
adventurous words which are carefully chosen for purpose.

We will be following some of Jane Considine's spellings programme.
Children will continue to look at spelling rules and patterns. The children will be
encouraged to think about word classes in their own writing and extend their use
of grammatical devices. Children will be learning about the use of 'a or an’ in
sentences, the use of standard English, conjunctions and the use of expanded noun
phrases.
