Helping your child at home with Reading- Year 3 £ \eT5/

Under the National Curriculum, the teaching and assessment of reading at Bolton Primary School will be based around the key areas of word reading and
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comprehension. To be able to say that your child is working at the level expected for their year group, they must be able to meet all of the key expectations. Within
the new curriculum, there is a clear focus on driving up standards in reading. These higher expectations mean that we will be challenging our children to achieve
more; please help us to ensure that your child has the best opportunity of tackling these new challenges with confidence by supporting their learning in English.

Year Year 3 Reading Expectation

3 Apply growing knowledge of root words and the new meaning they make e.g. forget: forgotten, forgetful, unforgettable.

* Recognise unusual correspondences between spelling and sound, e.g guide, heart, calendar.

o Identify words and phrases that capture the reader's interest and imagination.

¢ Retrieve and record information from non-fiction texts.

* Explore and justify inferences such as inferring characters’ feelings, thoughts and motives from their actions.

* Recognise how commas are used to give more meaning.

o Identify how language, structure and presentation contribute to the meaning of the texts.

o Identify and summarise the main ideas drawn from more that one paragraph.

¢ Use a dictionary.

* Recognise: inverted commas, plurals, use of pronouns, adverbs and to explain the effect in the author’s choice of adjectives and verbs.
