A reminder that we are an ‘all weather’
setting play: is happening whatever the
weather!

Therefore every child MUST have the
following items with them, every day:

It would be preferable if the outdoor
shoes could stay at school all term but we
understand that practicality and budgets
might not allow for this.

Now that we are back to school fully for
the New Year please can we remind
parents of our everyday school uniform
policy.

PE kit is to be worn only on your child’s
dedicated PE day. Hoodies are only to be
worn on this day. They are not part of
the everyday school uniform.

WINTER;- Girls = Royal Blue polo
shirt*, jade green cardigan/sweatshirt*,
grey skirt/pinafore or grey tailored
uniform trousers, grey/white/black
socks/tights, black shoes with flat heels
(preferably with a strap)

Boys = Royal Blue polo shirt*, jade green
sweatshirt*, grey trousers/shorts,
grey/black/white socks, black shoes.

P.E. KIT = Pale Blue polo shirt*, navy
shorts, trainers or black plimsolls. For
outdoor PE in the winter, navy jogging
bottoms and navy top can be worn. Or a
Boughton hoody is available to purchase
via the school office or BSA.
