Uniform Policy

A reminder that the school does have a
uniform policy which can be viewed on
the School’s website. We are seeing an
increased amount of pupils who are not
in the correct uniform. A couple of
highlights to note are below:-

Jewellery: studs or very small
sleepers can be worn but these
need to be removed by the child for
PE. If this is too difficult, they can
be covered by plasters, however
this is at the parents’ own risk.

A small watch or fitness tracker is
allowed but on the understanding
that it is worn at the child and
parents’ own risk, and is the child’s
responsibility at school.

The school will not be responsible
for missing items of jewellery,
watches etc as it is our strong
preference that these items are not
worn in school.

Long hair should be tied back for
PE.

Plain, simple bobbles, hairbands,
bows etc should be suitable for
school and no taller than 2cm

above the head .

Short hair should not feature
shaved designs, lines or tracks.
