What’s changed?
The amount of Universal Credit childcare support for working parents has increased

Instead of being paid in arrears, from 28th June the childcare support element of Universal Credit
will be paid to parents in advance - making it easier for parents to return to work or increase their

childcare hours.



For some parents this could be worth up to £1,630 per month.
