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Uniform Reminder 

Uniform is what helps our children feel like they 

belong to Bradley Green and we always get 

lovely comments from visitors about how smart 

they all look.

• Sensible and safe black footwear for outdoors 

• White, black or grey socks

Outdoor PE 

When possible we will be using the outdoors for 

games PE so it would be great if you could supply 

your child with a pair of black jogging bottoms 

(from £4 in Asda) and a light pac a mac                          

waterproof (approx. £5 on Amazon) 

 

We do not allow children to wear jeans,                         

jewellery (other than a simple watch/fitbit style 

watch without a camera or stud earrings which 

must be removed for PE), football kits or                            

anything with words/pictures that may cause                  

offence.  

Neither should any form of make up including nail 

varnish or hair dye be used.  

Please ensure hair bows etc are small and                                

discrete not large and distracting. 

Please also write or label your child’s jumpers and 

cardigans with their name—you wouldn’t believe 

how many we’ve already had go missing or left 

EARRINGS 

School uniform is studs only please—if                  

possible if your child can not take them out 

for PE/swimming day, can you send them 

with plasters or micro-tape as school are                 

going through lots of plasters to avoid                   

earrings being ripped out in PE!  Ideally ear-

rings should be able to be taken out on PE 

days to avoid school funding plasters!
