Respectful Parking Saves Lives 

I would urge you to ensure you are parked safely when dropping and collecting 

your child from school.  If there are waiting restrictions (yellow lines) on the road 

next to the pavement then a fine (Penalty Charge Notice) can be issued to any 

vehicle contravening the waiting restrictions. Waiting restrictions apply from the 

centre of the carriageway to the back of the pavement (building line).  

This is a waiting offence and is dealt with by local authority civil enforcement offers either via pa-

trols or CCTV monitored vehicles. 

We regularly have transport from trips, swimming or sports fixtures unable to gain access to school 

easily for your children due to very inconsiderate parking.  Please use the surrounding side rounds 

and walk the remaining distance.
