Children will develop their
drawing skills and use mixed
media to experiment with
different drawing techniques.
They will explore the work of
Antoni Sierra, who focuses
his work looking at poverty in
Brazil. They will create a
piece of artwork inspired by
his work on Favela’s.

Children will develop
flexibility, strength, balance,
and coordination through a

variety of dance and
gymnastics activities. They

will create and perform
sequences, explore
expressive movement, and
use simple techniques to
improve their work. Lessons
promote confidence and
creativity.

Children will continue to
recap Y4 objectives. They
will also consolidate the
names of different
emotions; Children will be
learning about the different
parts of the body and using
this terminology in
sentences when visiting
the doctors.

During this unit, children will
develop their typing skills,
learning how to type
accurately and efficiently.
This will help them use
computers with greater
independence and
confidence.
E-safety focus: How to be
safe online and powerful
passwords.

Children will be learning about
how to use their phones
sensibly. They will also learn
about what a deep fake is and
how they are becoming
prominent across the internet.
Children will explore the risks
surrounding money and they
will spend time learning about
drugs. Their Mind Mate
session will focus on strong
emotions and mental health.

This half term the children
will begin to learn how to
play the chime bars in whole
class instrumental lessons.
They will play rhythm
patterns, using chord
shapes and easy chord
progressions. The lessons
will build to have the children
playing a variety of inspiring
and modern music.

Children will explore some of the
different covenants between
God and various key figures in
the Bible including Abraham,
Moses, David, and Jesus. It
explores core beliefs of
Christians regarding these
covenants and their importance.
It also makes comparisons to
different faiths’ views of these
people.
