Mathematics
To sing and take part in number songs. To recognise, name and order numeral, to develop understanding of counting.  
We will be looking at comparisons with objects that are the same, or different.  Can we recognise patterns and find the next colour or shape to complete the patterns.
Calculations adding on one more, taking away one.  Match, name and sort 2D and 3D shapes.  Build with a variety of2D and 3D shapes.  
 
English
Both of our stories this term are linked to our topic.  This half term our story will be ‘walking through the jungle’’ and following on from this story will be ’Red riding hood’.   We will explore objects of reference related to text.   We will continue to develop writing skills—make marks with fingers in sand, paint, foam and on the interactive board.  Trace and copy shapes and letters.  To practise our letter sound formations and  To develop listening skills. To communicate wants and needs with others with our communication boards.   Alongside our favourite warm up ‘play dough disco’.
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Stories from god, familiar bible stories

Lead up to lent and the Easter story.


Music
To recreate music to familiar songs and 
stories.  To perform long and short sounds in response to symbols. To explore different instruments, show acknowledgement of sounds. Making choices with communication boards, choosing familiar songs and instruments.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Science– To match animals using objects to pictures, pictures to words.    To sort animals into groups (ocean, jungle, sea and woodland animals.  To explore habitats. Geography– To continue to develop play based outdoor skills. Seasons and weather, we will explore seasonal changes.  To experience weather changes and how it affects our outdoor play. History– To continue to explore and celebrate personal history events including birthdays, Christmas and seasonal changes.  To investigate seasons include changes of leaves (colour), objects found in woods and to explore growth (seeds to plants).  To manipulate dough.  Popsticle crafts–making shapes and line patterns.
