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During Thinking and Problem-Solving sessions, the Explorers will develop their pre-number skills as the foundation blocks to mathematical learning, this includes activities such as identifying more and less, same and different, categorising and making simple comparisons. 

In Maths, the Adventurers will focus on using numbers and the number system, as well as using their problem-solving skills to explore handling information and data.
Communication & Language/English
This term, our Explorers will develop their communication skills through a total communication approach and use of Speech and Language strategies, that have been embedded into our daily routine. They will develop their joint attention skills and pre-phonics awareness, exploring body percussion sounds, nursery rhymes and short stories to engage themselves. This term, they will also begin to develop early reading skills, through approaches such as See and Learn.

The Adventurers will continue to develop functional communication skills, developing their use of Speech and Language strategies and teaching approaches such as colourful semantics, key words and blank levels. In Talk for Writing sessions, we will explore the stories ‘The House Cat’ by Helen Cooper and ‘Six Dinner Sid’ by Igna Moore. Read Write Inc Phonics is the scheme of work we follow to learn our letter sounds and support us to develop our reading skills. 

All pupils will develop their pre-writing skills, practicing fine motor skills through a range of activities; sensory play, mark making, threading and cutting- just to name a few! They will also use a range of tools to develop their writing skills and use of a pencil grip.





 
Summer Term Overview












Our topic this term is: Keeping House

My World & My Community/Understanding My World & My Community
As part of our topic, we will learn about what makes a home, including the functions of rooms and appliances. We will use our bus trips to visit different types of homes and explore our local area. We will compare old homes to homes today, as well as technology from the past. In RE, we will begin to explore the question ‘how do people decide what to believe?’.


My Creativity/Creative Development
This term in Art and DT, we will use our topic ‘Keeping House’ to explore a range of artwork relating to homes, as well as making our own ‘wacky inventions’ and famous building landmarks using junk modelling materials. 

In Music we will explore the theme ‘playing in a group’ and will develop use of our communication and listening skills.
Life Skills/Science/Computing
In Science, we will learn about properties and changes of materials, linked to cooking and activities related to around the home. In Computing, we will begin to develop an awareness of ‘sequencing sounds’, using technology such as iPads and Beebots.
Learning through play
Opportunities to learn through play will occur continuously, through everyday routines and cross-curricular activities: choose time, extension activities, continuous provision areas, PE sessions, learning outside the classroom (soft play, outside play, tyre park, lightroom). 

This term, we will continue to maintain strong relationships, embed secure routines and develop effective communication strategies, to promote high quality learning. If you have any questions relating to your child’s learning journey, please do let a member of Hawks class staff know.

Myself & My Body/Personal Social & Emotional Development
This term, we will continue to develop our awareness of feelings and support the children to develop use of appropriate self-regulation strategies within a nurturing environment. In PSHE, we will explore themes relating to how to stay safe and healthy.

In PE, we will have lots of opportunities to develop our gross motor skills through PE sessions, exploring our outdoor learning areas and enrichment spaces. We will take part in Rebound Therapy sessions this term and go swimming once a fortnight in our school pool.
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
