1) Intent


  Drawing Club is planned fortnightly following the Enquiry Question and subject driver (We are Geographers, Historians and Scientists). Drawing Club is a pre-teach of skills and vocabulary to ensure the children can access the learning being taught the following week during Enquiry Time. Drawing CLub prioritises the 3M's and encompasses skills and knowledge from wider curriculum areas for example Georgraphy, History, Music and RE. It is not a scheme but a fluid and adaptable approach to meet the needs and interests of individual learners. All thoughts, ideas and abilities are celebrated!


2) Implementation (Planning)


Initially three sessions of Drawing Club are planned

Share the story/ animation/ music at the start of each session


Adults to complete the Drawing Club activity with the children


Children each have their own Drawing Club book (FS1 large sheets of paper)








6) Assessment


Assessment - "S" plan updated for the Enquiry Time the following week


Assessment -  Development Matters Lit (Word Reading, Comprehension and Writing) EAD / PD / UtW / C&L


Target children / groups identified - children work in two groups following  Little Wandle writing progression (mark making - emergent writing - initial sounds - cvc words - phrases - simple sentences)





Between 4 and 6 words are carefully selected to support the children's acquisition of vocabulary. Subject specific vocabulary and book talk is skillfully woven into each session


Actions (Makaton were appropriate) and widgit visuals are used to ensure sessions are inclusive and accessible for all learners





Recap and retrieve vocabulary 


I do, We do, You do approach to modelling each skill


Day 1 Character, Day 2 Setting/ Location, Day 3&4 Adventure Time - sessions can be fluid and adapted in the moment


Adult-led to be heavily modelled including thought process, narration and application of vocabulary in the correct context


Mark-making to be linked to the child's developmental writing stage and Phonic Phase (progressiong inline with Little Wandle coverage)


Adults to plan subsequent sessions based upon the children's interests, ideas and potential misconceptions


Children have the freedom to be creative and are encouraged to use their imaginations - the purpose ensuring that they can give meaning to their own marks Adults and children to feel the joy and love of creating!


Adults to spend time 1:1 with each child to share and discuss
