Transcription
Use and spell contractions correctly (for example hasn’t can’t). Use the possessive apostrophe (singular nouns).
Use and spell homophones and near-homophones correctly (for example their/there, quite/quiet).

Reading Targets
Word Reading
Use phonics to read words until reading is fluent and automatic. Blend the sounds in words that contain the graphemes.

Read words of two or more syllables that contain sound/letter matches that have been taught.

Comprehension
Listen to, discuss and express views about a wide range of poetry (including contemporary and classic), stories and non-fiction at a level beyond that they can read independently.
Discuss the sequence of events in books and how items of information are related. Introduce to non-fiction books that are structured in different ways.
Become familiar with and retell a wider range of stories, fairy stories and traditional tales.
Recognise simple recurring literary language in stories and poetry. Build up a repertoire of poems learnt by heart and appreciate these. Recite some, with appropriate intonation to make the meaning clear.
Draw on what they already know or on background information and vocabulary provided by the teacher.
Check that the text makes sense to them as they read and correct inaccurate reading. Make inferences on the basis of what is being said and done.
Answer and ask questions.
Predict what might happen on the basis of what has been read so far.
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
