 Writing Targets
Transcription
Spell words of Greek origin which contain the /k/ sound spelt ch (for example scheme, chorus, chemist, echo).
Spell words containing a variety fo prefixes (for example mis, dis, ill, un, in, im, re, sub, inter, super, anti, auto, ir).
Add suffixes beginning with a vowel letters to words of more than one syllable (for example
forgetting, forgotten, beginning, beginner).
Add the suffix –ly to an adjective to form adverb (for example sadly, completely).
