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give them regular opportunities to make their own choices in what they read at
home, for example, visits to the library, magazines that cover out of school interests
· encourage them to develop their response to a text in more detail, for example, ask them to tell you how their feelings towards a character changed at different points in a story
· talk with them about the writer’s choice of language, for example, ask them to choose a section they think is good and explain why they think it works well




Encourage them to make up their own crossword puzzles or word searches
for friends and family to develop vocabulary and dictionary skills.
Bananagrams is great for this too.

