Dear Parent, 
 

Welcome to Burscough Priory Academy  
Year 7 September in September 2024 

We are delighted that your child has been offered a place at Burscough Priory Academy for September 2024 
and we very much look forward to welcoming them into our school community.  

The secondary school decision that a family makes is an important one and we are pleased that so many 
families have put us as their first choice.  For September 2024, we are delighted to say that we have reached 
our full intake number of 154.  We are really proud that this recognises the transformation that has happened; 
on a daily basis, the standard of education is high quality and our knowledge and care of individual students 
is something that we are really proud of.  This was recognised by Ofsted in November 2022 who deemed the 
school to be ‘Good.’   

Please do not worry if you are one of the very few who did not put us as your first choice. We will be more 
than happy to show you round at any time that suits you so that you can see what a special place this really 
is. We are confident you will be reassured once you get a feel for the warm, welcoming, calm and focused 
atmosphere we have around the school on any given day. 

If you would like a look around now that you know you have been allocated to Burscough Priory Academy, 
then simply ring our general office and ask to speak to Mrs Rawsthorne.  She will arrange a tour for you with 
a member of the Senior Leadership Team at a time which suits you. 

In the meantime, we are aware that the transition to secondary school is very exciting for vast majority, can 
be a little worrying for some. It is our aim that this process should be as stress free and seamless as possible. 
With this in mind, we wanted to include some detail for you so that you know what will be happening in the 
weeks and months to come. 

In the summer term, a member of our transition team will visit each feeder primary school to discuss individual 
needs, friendship groupings and curriculum matters relevant to their transition to this school. Able and 
Ambitious, Special Educational Needs, medical issues and any other significant information is shared, so please 
do not worry about this. Once you have confirmed your acceptance of a place, in a few weeks, you will also 
be invited to complete a form which summarises any other additional information that you would like us to 
consider.  

In addition to this you, along with your child, are invited to an Intake Parents’ Evening to be held at Thursday 
27 June at 5.30pm.  On this evening there is usually a short presentation, after which you will have the 
opportunity to meet with some of your child’s key staff in school.

to discuss any issues with their Head of Year or our Head of Learning Support, following the event. Obviously, 
we will send you more details near the time, but we want you to be aware of the upcoming events to make 
the transition as smooth and successful as possible. 

Earlier on the same day, Thursday 27 June, all our new students will also be invited to spend a day in school 
to meet our staff and other members of their House.  Students then spend a second day with us which will be 
on Friday 28 June.  On the curriculum day, the students will meet with staff and will also have taster lessons 
during the day.  Both you and the Headteacher of your child’s primary school will receive detailed information 
about the arrangements prior to the visits taking place.   

These events are an excellent opportunity for your child to get a feel for the school and for us to really start 
to get to know them individually. Meeting our staff is always reassuring; but the big opportunity is the chance 
to start to get to know other students, beyond their primary school and begin to develop their relationships, 
ready for a fantastic start in September. 

Given the distance travelled since the pandemic and the hard work of children, families and schools, we are 
not planning a Summer School this year.  If, for any reason, reflecting on your child’s needs you think that they 
would benefit from further transition days, then please do not hesitate to get in touch with us.  We will then 
talk to your child’s primary school about the benefit of this and the arrangements that may be necessary. 

We always try really hard to ensure there are no clashes with any events in your primary school. However, if 
you are unable to make these events, we are happy to arrange another opportunity for a taster day for another 
small group at around the same time.  

In the meantime, please could you contact school via e-mail at transition@burscoughprioryacademy.org or by 
letter to confirm that you are in receipt of this letter and that you will be accepting the place offered to you 
at Burscough Priory Academy?  Please use the email subject or mark the letter, ‘6-7 Transition – Acceptance 
of Place in Year 7.’ 

I hope that the arrangements, along with the Induction Programme will reassure you and your child but please 
do not hesitate to contact us should you have any questions.
