E Safety news 

We are becoming increasingly concerned that children are playing games on the PlayStation or x box 
that are not suitable for them.   

Are you aware of the Pegi Ratings for games and what they mean?  

The rating on a game confirms that it is suitable for players over a certain age. Accordingly, a PEGI 7 
game is only suitable for those aged seven and above and an PEGI 18 game is only suitable for adults 
aged eighteen and above. The PEGI rating considers the age suitability of a game, not the level of 
difficulty. Please see the link below for a more detailed explanation of each Pegi rating. When you 
see it in print it is shocking to see what content some of these games might contain.
