	1. Children keep to stay within their ‘classroom bubble’ and designated outdoor space.  EYFS and Class 2 to share yard at lunch time but there will be clear designated areas and children will be at least 2m apart and will not mix.  Regular reminders about the children staying in their  Bubble, don’t touch each other, wash hands regularly, toilet rules- only use specified toilets etc
2. An acknowledgement is made that social distancing for this age group will be very difficult- talk to the children about not touching adults/other children. 
3. Regular handwashing and sanitising- when children arrive, in between activities, when moving from indoor to outdoors, before lunch, before leaving for the day-an adult in room to allow for close supervision during this- see risk 5
4.  Hand face space and catch it bin it kill it re-visited and modelled many times a day and linked to school behaviour system – lots of praise for adherence and sanctions for non-compliance (Changes to behaviour policy)
5. Where possible children to sit in rows, front facing. Adults and children not to be positioned face to face
6. Adults to adult social distance minimum of 1 metre but 2 m wherever possible.

	7.Contact of shared resources resulting in indirect transmission of the virus
The guidance on reducing resources during the summer term has now changed for the autumn term, because prevalence of coronavirus (COVID-19) has decreased and because they are so important for the delivery of education. Classroom based resources, such as books and games, can be used and shared within the bubble; these should be cleaned regularly, along with all frequently touched surfaces.

5. Plastic toys to be put in Milton overnight/ and or detaol sprayed down at the end of the day
6. Regular wiping of tables, sinks, taps, door handles, light switches throughout the day (involve children-) Each class to have a bucket, cleaning solution and packs of jey cloths
7.  Each Bubble has separate resources (these can be shared between bubbles ie sports, art and science equipment but should be cleaned meticulously between bubbles or rotated and left unused for 48 hours (72 hours if plastic) 

8. Outdoor equipment to be spray cleaned throughout the day (soapy solution in plant spray or anti bac spray) 

9. Reading books to be quarantines between children using 48 hours 

10. Resources brought from home should be restricted- only book bag, coats and PE bags?
11. Outdoor equipment to be spray cleaned at end of day.

	8.Emotional distress of the children 
Pupils may be experiencing a variety of emotions in response to the coronavirus (COVID-19) outbreak, such as anxiety, stress or low mood. This may particularly be the case for vulnerable children, including those with a social worker and young carers. It is important to contextualise these feelings as normal responses to an abnormal situation. Some may need support to re-adjust to school; others may have enjoyed being at home and be reluctant to return; a few may be showing signs of more severe anxiety or depression. Others will not be experiencing any challenges and will be keen. 

Schools should consider the provision of pastoral and extra-curricular activities to all pupils designed to: 

( support the rebuilding of friendships and social engagement 

( address and equip pupils to respond to issues linked to coronavirus (COVID-19) 

( support pupils with approaches to improving their physical and mental wellbeing

Where schools apply the full measures in this guidance the risks to all staff will be mitigated significantly, including those who are extremely clinically vulnerable and clinically vulnerable. We expect this will allow most staff to return to the workplace, although we advise those in the most at risk categories to take particular care while community transmission rates continue to fall.

	1. Make reasonable adjustments and support the children through teaching the new norms and routines 

2. Ensure pupil individual risk assessment is up to date and includes three part levels of strategy (see ERYC Guidance for further details) 

3. Refer to behaviour support resource about ‘attachment friendly classrooms’

4. consult https://assets.publishing.service.gov.uk/government/uploads/system/uploads/attachment_data /file/755135/Mental_health_and_behaviour_in_schools__.pdf 

5. For children with special educational needs and disabilities (SEND), their provision may have been disrupted during partial school closure and there may be an impact on their behaviour. It is important to recognise what the behaviour is communicating and whether it is a subconscious (habit or behaviour from previous school/social norms) or conscious behaviour (why are they choosing the behaviour and what do they need to be supported?). 

6. Where social distancing is not possible all contact for positive handling should be either side by side or back to back (either sitting or standing) 

7. When restraint is needed again should be back to back or side to side and to keep young person and adult safe from risk of infection a ‘fresh face’ should be after a maximum of 5 minutes. 

8. This should be planned for within Bubble arrangements

9. Where a pupil is displaying symptoms of COVid-19, government recommendations for PPE and subsequent action should be followed.  If non-symptomatic children present behaviours which may increase the risk of droplet transmission (such as spitting), they should continue to receive care in the same way as if they were not presenting these behaviours, including any existing routine use of PPE. 

10. To reduce the risk of coronavirus transmission, no additional PPE is necessary, but additional space and frequent cleaning of surfaces, objects and toys will be required. Cleaning arrangements should be increased in all settings, with a specific focus on surfaces which are touched a lot. 

11. If children acting in a way that puts staff at risk they will be sent home (agreement made with parents prior to children starting) 

12. If non- symptomatic children need changing, existing PPE routine should be followed and the adult should always work from the side of the child. 

13. Where a pupil displaying symptoms of COVid-19, requires changing government recommendations for PPE and subsequent action should be followed

Schools must ensure that staff members and parents/carers understand that they will need to be ready and willing to: ( book a test if they or their child are displaying symptoms. 
· Staff and pupils must not come into the school if they have symptoms and must be sent home to self-isolate if they develop them in school. All children can be tested, including children under 5, but children aged 11 and under will need to be helped by their parents/carers if using a home testing kit 
· ( provide details of anyone they or their child have been in close contact with if they were to test positive for coronavirus (COVID-19) or if asked by NHS Test and Trace 
· ( self-isolate if they have been in close contact with someone who tests positive for coronavirus (COVID-19), or if anyone in their household develops symptoms of coronavirus (COVID-19) Anyone who displays symptoms of coronavirus (COVID-19) can and should get a test. Tests can be booked online through the NHS testing and tracing for coronavirus website, or ordered by telephone via NHS 119 for those without access to the internet. Essential workers, which includes anyone involved in education or childcare, have priority access to testing. 
· 1. Pupils, staff any other adults should not come into school if they either have COVID-19 symptoms or have tested positive in the last 10 days 
· 2. Anyone displaying symptoms during the school day will be sent home 
· 3. If anyone in the school becomes unwell with a new, continuous cough or a high temperature, or has a loss of, or change in, their normal sense of taste or smell (anosmia), they must be sent home and advised to follow ‘stay at home: guidance for households with possible or confirmed coronavirus (COVID-19) infection’, which sets out that they must self-isolate for at least 10 days and should arrange to have a test to see if they have coronavirus (COVID19). Other members of their household (including any siblings) should self-isolate for 1o days from when the symptomatic person first had symptoms. 
· 4. The ELSA room is to be used for any child awaiting collection (door shut/windows open) member of staff present – remaining 2m away PPE to be worn- (use emergency pack if social distancing cannot be maintained 
· 5. If child needs to use the bathroom- staff toilets to be used and then cubicle isolated until it can be cleaned thoroughly) 
· 6. Any members of staff who have helped someone with symptoms and any pupils who have been in close contact with them do not need to go home to self-isolate unless they develop symptoms themselves (in which case, they should arrange a test) or if the symptomatic person subsequently tests positive (see below) or they have been requested to do so by NHS Test and Trace. 
· 7. Everyone must wash their hands thoroughly for 20 seconds with soap and running water or use hand sanitiser after any contact with someone who is unwell. The area around the person with symptoms must be cleaned with normal household bleach after they have left to reduce the risk of passing the infection on to other people. See the COVID-19: cleaning of nonhealthcare settings guidance. 
· 8. Public Health England is clear that routinely taking the temperature of pupils is not recommended as this is an unreliable method for identifying coronavirus (COVID-19)

3.  Music: Schools should note that there may be an additional risk of infection in environments where you or others are singing, chanting, playing wind or brass instruments or shouting. This applies even if individuals are at a distance. Schools should consider how to reduce the risk, particularly when pupils are playing instruments or singing in small groups such as in music lessons by, for example, physical distancing and playing outside wherever possible, limiting group sizes to no more than 15, positioning pupils back-to-back or side-to-side, avoiding sharing of instruments, and ensuring good ventilation. Singing, in larger groups such as school choirs and ensembles, or school assemblies. Further more detailed DfE guidance will be published shortly. 

4. Staff Meetings to be held onTEAMS . 
5. Visitors to school should only be admitted if there is no other form of contact available and a visitors COVid agreement form be completed. 

6. Staffroom to be limited to three staff in at any one time- no one sitting unless on their own. Microwave can be used but should be wiped after each person has used it (inside and out) using anti-bac spray and cloth. Dishwasher to be emptied regularly (ensuring washing hands before and after emptying ). Fridge to be wiped out with anti-bac spray at the end of each day.

7. HLTA where possible to teach in bubble..  If teaching across bubble this must not be in a single day.
