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COVID-19 catch-up premium spending: summary

The government is providing funding to cover a one-off universal catch-up premium for the 2020 to 2021 academic year which aims to support pupils to catch up for lost learning so schools can meet the curriculum expectations for the next academic year. 
At Carleton Green Community Primary School we are spending the funding on staffing and resources for small groups and individual support which is the most effective way for our pupils.

Academic year 2021 /22 

All schools that are eligible for pupil premium are eligible for recovery premium. 

The recovery premium will be allocated using the same data as the pupil premium. This means the following pupils will attract recovery premium funding to schools: 

• pupils who are eligible for free school meals (FSM) 

• pupils who have been eligible for free school meals at any point in the last 6 years

 • children looked after by local authorities and referred to as looked-after children (LAC) 

• post looked-after children (post-LAC) 

Funding allocations 

• School allocations will be calculated on a per pupil basis. 

• Mainstream schools will get: 

• £145 for each eligible pupil in mainstream education • £290 for each eligible pupil in a special unit

	Context of the school and rationale for the strategy 2020-22

· We have 9% of our school reported as disadvantaged which is slightly lower than the national picture and broadly in line with the local picture.

· The vast majority of our pupils engaged well with the remote learning that the school provided.  

· Upon re-opening in September 2020 we had a good response of pupils returning to school.
· Our EYFS pupils had staggered visits along with very detailed online video’s of life at school to support their transition from nurseries.

· Our school was fully closed in the summer holidays with no provision made for off site learning.  

· The staff spent the time organising remote learning and planning a recovery curriculum.

· Further lockdown in January with teachers supporting home learning and LSA’s supporting key worker groups.  This was very successful.

· The Summer Term saw a significant rise in the number of COVID cases where we surpassed the ratio and closed school for one week.  Remote Learning was fully operational in this time.

· We had our school premises fully fogged at each holiday along with a new cleaning regime

· School COVID risk assessment was revised every week.
· School re-opened in September 2021 with good attendance.

· COVID cases have been reported as a constant throughout the Autumn term


	Strategy Statement

Overall aims:

· To raise the attainment of all pupils and disadvantaged pupils to close the gap created by COVID-19 school closures 

· By the end of 2021-22, attainment outcomes for all year groups will be at least in line with those at the end of 2019-2020
· The mental health needs of our pupils that have arisen as a result of the pandemic are met and supported by the school.

Catch-up priorities:

· Recovery Curriculum: We redesigned our curriculum to look at the needs of our pupils to engage and interest our learners.  We have used intervention programmes and closely monitored learning to close the gaps
· Consolidation of core skills ~ Morning Maths, IDL, developing a writing culture, daily reading/story time, handwriting and times tables.

· Early Reading and Phonics continues to be a priority with booster sessions provided for identified KS1 pupils

· Focus on pupil mental health and well-being, additional pastoral support implemented for pupils and families with engagement with New Start Counselling.
· Focus on the mental health and well-being of staff
· Review of home learning

· CPD for staff to meet the needs of pupils with additional needs.

Spending:

At Carleton Green Community Primary School we will use this additional money to:

· fund additional Learning Support Assistants to develop the outcomes of pupils in each phase

· To purchase resources to assist in plugging gaps in learning and support accelerated progress

· Fund HLTA to provide consistency for cover of absent teachers and reduce anxiety for our pupils

· To plan interventions carefully tailored to meet the needs of individual and small groups of pupils

· To provide a better platform for communication with parents – school cloud.
