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1. Aims
Our SEND information report aims to:

· Set out how our school will support and make provision for pupils with special educational needs and disabilities (SEND)

· Explain the roles and responsibilities of everyone involved in providing for pupils with SEND
2. Legislation and guidance 

This information report is based on the statutory Special Educational Needs and Disability (SEND) Code of Practice and the following legislation:

· Part 3 of the Children and Families Act 2014, which sets out schools’ responsibilities for pupils with SEN and disabilities

· The Special Educational Needs and Disability Regulations 2014, which set out schools’ responsibilities for education, health and care (EHC) plans, SEND co-ordinators (SENDCos) and the SEND information report 
3. Definitions
A pupil has SEND if they have a learning difficulty or disability which calls for special educational provision to be made for them. 

They have a learning difficulty or disability if they have:

· A significantly greater difficulty in learning than the majority of others of the same age, or 

· A disability which prevents or hinders them from making use of facilities of a kind generally provided for others of the same age in mainstream schools 
Special educational provision is educational or training provision that is additional to, or different from, that made generally for other children or young people of the same age by mainstream schools. 
4. Roles and responsibilities
4.1 The SENDCo
The acting SENDCo is SUSAN MCGRATH who is also the Headteacher. We have a newly appointed SENDCo AMY PARKER who will join us in April 2022.
They will:
· Work with the headteacher and SEND governor to determine the strategic development of the SEND policy and provision in the school
· Have day-to-day responsibility for the operation of this SEND policy and the co-ordination of specific provision made to support individual pupils with SEND, including those who have EHC plans
· Provide professional guidance to colleagues and work with staff, parents, and other agencies to ensure that pupils with SEND receive appropriate support and high quality teaching 

· Advise on the graduated approach to providing SEND support

· Advise on the deployment of the school’s delegated budget and other resources to meet pupils’ needs effectively

· Be the point of contact for external agencies, especially the local authority and its support services

· Liaise with potential next providers of education to ensure pupils and their parents are informed about options and a smooth transition is planned

· Work with the headteacher and governing board to ensure that the school meets its responsibilities under the Equality Act 2010 with regard to reasonable adjustments and access arrangements

· Ensure the school keeps the records of all pupils with SEND up to date  
4.2 The SEND governor

The SEND governor will:

· Help to raise awareness of SEND issues at governing board meetings 

· Monitor the quality and effectiveness of SEND and disability provision within the school and update the governing board on this 

· Work with the headteacher and SENDCo to determine the strategic development of the SEND policy and provision in the school 

4.3 The headteacher 

The headteacher will:

· Work with the SENDCo and SEND governor to determine the strategic development of the SEND policy and provision in the school 

· Have overall responsibility for the provision and progress of learners with SEND 
4.4 Class teachers

Each class teacher is responsible for:

· The progress and development of every pupil in their class

· Working closely with any learning support assistants or specialist staff to plan and assess the impact of support and interventions and how they can be linked to classroom teaching 

· Working with the SENDCo to review each pupil’s progress and development and decide on any changes to provision 

· Ensuring they follow the SEND policy 
5. SEND Information Report
5.1 The kinds of SEND that are provided for 

Carleton Green Community Primary school is a larger than average sized mainstream primary school with 45 pupils in each year group. We have created a stimulating, caring and harmonious environment in which all individuals feel valued and are encouraged to strive to realise their potential.  We strongly believe in tailoring our teaching and learning to meet the needs of all of our pupils regardless of age, gender, race and disability.   Our school currently provides additional and/or different provision for a range of needs, including: 
· Communication and interaction, for example, autistic spectrum disorder, Asperger’s Syndrome, speech and language difficulties 

· Cognition and learning, for example, dyslexia, dyspraxia,

· Social, emotional and mental health difficulties, for example, attention deficit hyperactivity disorder (ADHD),  

· Sensory and/or physical needs, for example, visual impairments, hearing impairments, processing difficulties, epilepsy  
· Moderate/severe/profound and multiple learning difficulties
5.2 Identifying pupils with SEN and assessing their needs 

During our induction process for our Early Years setting we will talk to other Nurseries and Agencies about any needs and share information.  On admission to our setting we will assess each pupil’s current skills and levels of attainment, which will build on previous settings and Key Stages, where appropriate. Class teachers will make regular assessments of progress for all pupils and identify those whose progress:

· Is significantly slower than that of their peers starting from the same baseline
· Fails to match or better the child’s previous rate of progress

· Fails to close the attainment gap between the child and their peers

· Widens the attainment gap 
This may include progress in areas other than attainment, for example, social needs. The SENDCo will liaise closely with the class teacher to analyse data and individually track pupils who are experiencing difficulties
Slow progress and low attainment will not automatically mean a pupil is recorded as having SEND.  The identification of SEND is built into the overall approach to monitoring the progress and development of all pupils. 
In most cases, pupils are only identified as having SEND if they do not make adequate progress once they have been given good quality personalised teaching, access to adaptations and interventions.   
When deciding whether special educational provision is required, we will start with the desired outcomes, including the expected progress and attainment, and the views and the wishes of the pupil and their parents. We will use this to determine the support that is needed and whether we can provide it by adapting our core offer, or whether something different or additional is needed. 

5.3 Consulting and involving pupils and parents 

We aim to develop partnerships with every parent and carer in the education of their child. Parents/carers with concerns about their child’s learning should, in the first instance contact the class teacher. School has an “open door policy” so you can contact us at any time and we will arrange a meeting as soon as possible. An appointment to speak with the SENDCo can also be made through the school office. We will formally notify parents when it is decided that a pupil will receive SEND support. 
As a school, we feel that it is important that: 

· Everyone develops a good understanding of the pupil’s areas of strength and difficulty

· We take into account the parents’ concerns

· Everyone understands the agreed outcomes sought for the child

· Everyone is clear on what the next steps are 
Although parents/carers are free to contact us at any time to discuss their child’s progress there are also opportunities at key points throughout the academic year. We carry out parents’ evening in November and February and issue interim reports at Christmas and Easter with an end of year report given in the summer.
If a child has been identified as having a barrier to their learning and therefore has been placed on the SEN register a Learning Plan will be constructed which will assess the current situation, provide a plan to overcome the barrier to learning with a planned review time.  Parents will be invited to discuss this and share in the formation of the Plan and the review cycle.  These meetings will be held with the SENDCo and the class teacher on a termly basis.
If it is identified that your child has a long-term, complex need it may be appropriate to request a statutory assessment of their needs.  This is a long and complicated process and school will guide you through each step.

All of our policies are available to view on the website and there are links available offering further support.

Parents and children are fully appraised of the parameters and expectations in school as they sign a Home School Agreement on admission to our setting.

Our children also have access to a School Council and are eligible to serve regardless of special educational needs or disabilities.
5.4 Assessing and reviewing pupils' progress towards outcomes

Assessment is a continual process and takes many forms.  For many children with SEND, the teacher’s assessment of need is sufficient to decide what is needed on a 1:1 basis.  

We use Sonar to track the learning of every child in our school and this is used to inform our planning for each child using live data.  Children are assessed half termly against national expectations and this informs our discussions at pupil progress meetings where we can look at the provision in place and usefulness of any targets set.  This also means that the progress of pupils with SEND are tracked in the same way as everyone else in school with Performance Indicators for Valued Assessment and Targeted learning (PIVATS) being used for those few children who are making small steps of progress.  

Targets and any provision are included in classteacher’s planning or are included as part of more personalised timetable.  If children do not make expected progress, their learning will be discussed with the SENDCo and class teacher and the target may be adapted or a different approach tried. 
We follow the graduated approach and the four-part cycle of assess, plan, do, review.  

The class teacher will work with the SENDCo to carry out a clear analysis of the pupil’s needs. This will draw on:

· The teacher’s assessment and experience of the pupil

· Their previous progress and attainment and behaviour 

· Other teachers’ assessments, where relevant

· The individual’s development in comparison to their peers and national data

· The views and experience of parents

· The pupil’s own views

· Advice from external support services, if relevant 

Parents’ evenings give our families the opportunity to discuss progress against targets and have an input into the SEND plan.   
Where other agencies are involved there may be opportunities for other meetings.  For those children on an Educational Health Care Plan, annual reviews are required in conjunction with the Local Authority and parents are encouraged to attend.  Additional reviews may be required during periods of transition.
5.5 Supporting pupils moving between phases and preparing for adulthood

Children start in our Early Years setting.  We admit 45 children each academic year.  As soon as a child has been offered a place at our school we have an induction evening where parents are notified of our induction dates.  We offer a number of stay and play sessions after the end of the school day.  When our existing children carry out their transition to Year 1, our new starters also come into school.  Prior to the induction, we arrange for nursery and/or home visits so that we can get to know the children and share information.  Our SENDCo may also be actively involved at this stage if there are any concerns to ensure that when a child starts school in September the required support is in place.

Some children may be admitted to other year groups at different times of the year. Parents are encouraged to visit the school before taking up the offer of a place. We would ask about any additional needs that the child may have as part of this process and if needed we would contact the previous school for more information.  Other children may leave our setting part way through the academic year and we will contact the SENDCo at their new setting to ensure that they have all of the information that they need.
On transition to High School, we will share information with the school the pupil is moving to. All pupils have a period of transition before moving to High School and additional transition visits are planned for those children who have special educational needs and/or disabilities. Our Learning Mentor is also on hand to assist with any worries or fears.
As children move through the school, any information is passed up to the new teacher as part of the transition process.
5.6 Our approach to teaching pupils with SEN

Teachers are responsible and accountable for the progress and development of all the pupils in their class. 

High quality teaching is our first step in responding to pupils who have SEND. This will be differentiated for individual pupils using Sonar and this will be identified in planning.
We will also provide the following interventions: 
· Early intervention 

· Some children will need additional support to help them to make progress towards meeting their learning targets or to address gaps in understanding to catch up to age related expectations.   These additional interventions are discussed with parents and are detailed in the child’s reading journal. 
· Disruption to universal lessons is kept to a minimum with children working within a small group of other children in the classroom who may have similar needs. Class teachers are expected to reinforce and practice new learning in class
· We fund this from our notional SEND budget.

· Personalised provision
· Some children may need additional personalised provision using person centred planning approaches where relevant.  This may be delivered one to one or in very small groups, sometimes out of the classroom by a specialist teacher or professional or suitably qualified and well trained learning support assistant.
· We may fund this from our notional SEND budget or pupil premium
· This learning will relate to their ongoing learning and be reinforced with a personalised approach in class as part of the person centred planning process.

· The content and purpose of such provision is discussed in detail with children and parents/carers and is reviewed frequently to ensure it is having a positive impact.

· The provision is recorded in a Learning Plan
· School may seek advice or require other professionals to contribute to a more comprehensive assessment of needs to ensure that the appropriate personalised provision is put in place.

· Education Health Care Plan (EHCP)
Some children may have additional provision as detailed in their EHCP.  Top up funding is provided by the Local Authority.

· Nurture

We have provision allocated for children identified with additional needs that could be overcome through an immersive curriculum.  Children identified will be taken out of their classroom environment for small group work in the afternoons to learn through a topic.  There will be high focus on social emotional development and nurture.  Parents/carers will always be involved in this process.
5.7 Adaptations to the curriculum and learning environment 
We have the same high expectations for all children and have an inclusive learning environment that matches the needs of all of our children. Our tracking system, Sonar, allows our staff to see where children are in their learning and teach to the individual child’s learning needs. 

As a one and a half form entry school we have mixed classes in each phase, which are also mixed ability.  We therefore have an individualised teaching approach where students progress at their own speeds with greater potential for differentiation and challenge.
The majority of children achieve well through High Quality First Teaching:
· School ensures that effective inclusive teaching and learning approaches are being used consistently and effectively by all adults.

· Children are supported within lessons so that they can achieve the learning objectives.

· Children are given helpful feedback in lessons and through marking, about the progress they are making towards learning targets and about their next steps of learning.

· Children are encouraged to develop independence in their learning via high expectations, appropriate ICT and a supportive learning environment.

· Parent/carers receive regular detailed information about their child’s progress 

· Children are fully included in all aspects of the school curriculum including extra-curricular provision and school visits.

· School seeks appropriate advice and support to enhance its universal provision to meet the needs of vulnerable learners, including providing appropriate professional development for staff at all levels.

· Additional reasonable adjustments are made to teaching approaches, the curriculum, resources, policy implementation and the environment to enable all learners including those with SEND to progress well.

The school is built across one floor with the exception of the upper Key Stage Two classrooms, which are accessible via two staircases.  Where children have a physical disability that prevents them for accessing the upstairs rooms we are able to relocate the classrooms. We have a disabled toilet and shower room and parking bays at the front of the school.
School staff are on duty on the school playground in the morning and see the children out in the evening. For children with SEND special arrangements may be made.  We offer extra support using our Learning Support Assistants at both lunchtime and playtime where required.
5.8 Additional support for learning 
We have 17 learning support assistants who are trained to deliver interventions as detailed at 5.6. One of these learning support assistants is also a qualified Learning Mentor.
We work with the following agencies to provide support for pupils with SEND:

· Speech and Language
· Occupational Therapy and Physiotherapy
· Educational Psychologist

· School Nurse

· Children and Adolescent Mental Health Services (CAMHS)
· Children’s Social Care

· Paediatrician 

· Sensory Integration Practitioner

· Stepping Stones Short Stay School

· Specialist teacher (ESENDi)
5.9 Expertise and training of staff 
We have a team of Learning Support Assistants, who are trained to deliver SEND provision. We have LSA’s who are trained in physiotherapy and speech and language.  A few have been trained in BSL.
We recognise that to support our children effectively our staff need to have the skills and knowledge to understand the needs and issues that individual children face.  CPD is offered to all staff and a record is kept of all training. The need for training is reviewed by the Senior Leadership Team through the Appraisal process.
We have close links with the School Nurse who will support families with medical needs and assist our staff. Moving and handling training has been carried out for children with physical disabilities.

Training modules are undertaken by all staff when a need arises.  Examples of this are Sensory Processing, Autism and Dyslexia.
5.10 Securing equipment and facilities 
We have a central store of resources in school that is appropriate for those children with SEND.  Initially we will endeavor to meet the needs of our children from these existing resources.  If these resources do not impact then we may seek further advice from outside agencies.  Suggested resources will be funded by our notional SEND budget.

We will liaise with agencies such as Occupational Therapy for specialist equipment that may be needed for children with physical disabilities.
5.11 Evaluating the effectiveness of SEND provision 
The Headteacher tracks the progress of all children including those identified as having a special educational need or disability using Sonar or PIVATS if the progress markers are smaller.  We also use information that may be gathered through learning walks, discussions with colleagues, parents and pupils.

Data is updated constantly on eZapp and is analysed on a half termly basis. Pupil progress meetings are carried out on a half termly basis. This enables us to look at the effectiveness of our provision, make any adjustments that may be necessary and set targets.

If interventions are required these are discussed with parents. Children are assessed at the outset and then at the end of a half term/term to look at the effectiveness of that intervention.

Interventions and plans are monitored by the SENDCo to ensure that the provision meets the needs of the children.

Reports to the Senior Leadership Team and SEND governor are made on a termly basis
Children with SEND are expected to make good progress because of the additional provision they receive.  If this is the case, provision is judged to be effective.   At the review of the Learning Plan it will be considered whether discharge from the SEND register is required or whether the child is to continue with the same level of support or whether additional support needs to be put in place.
Reviews are carried out for children with EHCP in accordance with the relevant legislation 
· 5.12 Enabling pupils with SEND to engage in activities available to those in the school who do not have SEND
All of our extra-curricular activities and school visits are available to all our pupils, including our before-and after-school clubs. 

All pupils are encouraged to go on our day trips and our residential trips in Year 5 and Year 6. 
All pupils are encouraged to take part in sports day and school plays. 

Provision is put in place to ensure that all pupils can access these activities and staff are made fully aware of any pupil who may have difficulty in accessing these activities because of their SEND.
Risk assessments will be carried out for specific children and advice may be taken from local agencies.   For trips, the Local Authority and the governing board will also review the risk assessments.
· 5.13 Support for improving emotional and social development
In accordance with our mission statement, Carleton Green aims to create a stimulating, caring and harmonious environment in which all individuals feel valued and are encouraged to strive to realise their potential.  We achieve this by supporting our families and liaising with relevant specialist agencies as detailed above.
A Team around the Family (TAF) form may be completed in some cases by school and other agencies.  This is an assessment and planning tool, which is used to gather information about children and families in one place to help the family to decide what type of support, is needed.

Our learning mentor is on hand at all times and we have a trained Kidsafe teacher who delivers information to all children.  Children are taught about bullying, friendships and staying safe.  Assemblies and PSHE lessons also support our ethos. Our Anti Bullying policy is available to view on the website and any incidents of bullying are dealt with in accordance with that policy. 

We have an established school council which is open to all children and children take part in Pupil Voice. 
Celebration assemblies are held most weeks and the Carleton Code is used to support improvements in emotional and social development.

All staff receive annual Safeguarding and child protection training.
· 5.14 Working with other agencies 
The SENDCo uses the Common Assessment Framework (CAF) document to ascertain needs when supporting families.  This enables us to link to social services, the local authority support services and certain voluntary organisations.

Our school nurse works very closely with any of our families that need support and assists in training our staff when required. 

We have a number of looked after children who are under the care of the Local Authority.  Some of these children are under the care of Blackpool.  We work with these agencies to ensure that the provision for these children is allowing them to make progress.
· 5.15 Complaints about SEND provision 
Complaints about SEND provision in our school should be made to the SENDCo in the first instance. They will then be referred to the school’s complaints policy. 

The parents of pupils with disabilities have the right to make disability discrimination claims to the first-tier SEND tribunal if they believe that our school has discriminated against their children. They can make a claim about alleged discrimination regarding:

· Exclusions

· Provision of education and associated services

· Making reasonable adjustments, including the provision of auxiliary aids and services
