Maths Revision for Year 11

How to revise for maths

There are formulae, facts and techniques to learn for maths but by far the best way to revise for maths is to actually do maths questions.

Many students can do lots of questions if they are all the same but really struggle when they have to decide what type of question it is and what technique to apply.  The students are being given exam papers in class and for homework so they can practise exam technique.

Some students struggle to understand the instructions for maths questions e.g. simplify, factorise, evaluate and they should look these words up in their exercise books, revision guides or on mymaths.  

If your child has got a revision guide and work book s/he should read a topic in the revision guide and test themselves on the facts/formulae then s/he should do the questions out of the workbook and check the answers.  Many websites follow this process, ie teach some facts and then set the students questions.

How can parents/carers help?

It would be helpful if you could test your child on the formulae they need to know.  There is a list of all the formulae they need to learn, you could ask them to write down the formulae for about 10 of them e.g. write down the formula for the area of a circle.   

The students will be doing exam papers regularly in class/for homework, at least one per week.   It would be helpful and informative for parents/carers if you asked your child to look at these papers and their grades once the papers have been marked.  This will give you an idea of how they are progressing. Parents/carers could also look at the paper before it is handed in to check students are attempting all the questions they can.
