Year 6 Stubbington Residential Trip 2025

Dear Parents and Friends of Castle Hill,

In Year 6 we offer the chance for all children to attend a week-long residential trip to Stubbington Study Centre. The dates for this
trip are likely to be in our Autumn 1 Term, September — October 2025.

At Stubbington, the children will have the opportunity to take part in activities such as: small mammal study, building shelters,
beach walks and team building challenges. Children taking part in the trip develop a number of important skills e.g.
independence, self-motivation, communication, collaboration and taking personal responsibility. The food and accommodation
are of a high standard and Stubbington offer top class activities.

We understand that this residential is a big decision and for lots of children and families, there may be some concerns and
worries. The Year 6 team work closely with Stubbington and are well equipped to meet a range of needs. The children will have a
class assembly about Stubbington and the opportunity to ask the current year 6 children about their recent trip. If you would like
to discuss any concerns then please contact your child’s class teacher before the end of Autumn Term.

When we book our preferred dates with Stubbington, we have to confirm and pay for the children’s places upfront, so we need
to gain a financial commitment from you, so that we do not pay for any unwanted places. Unfortunately, due to the time and
planning that goes into organising a trip of this scale your decision at this point is final and changes after this deadline cannot be
accommodated. To secure a place the deposit must be paid.

This can be paid
online via scopay.com.

We are expecting the total trip cost to be approximately £300 although this will be dependent on the number of pupils
attending. A confirmation letter, with the final cost and dates will be sent out in early 2025, or as soon as Stubbington have
confirmed these details.

You will be able to make payments, via scopay.com, for the trip in instalments between January and June, the trip should be paid
in full by 30" June 2025. Please see below for a suggested instalment plan.
