As part of our Marvellous Me topic, Reception have been learning about the parts of the body through songs and by building their very own Mr. Potato Heads. In Maths, they have been using their “magic wands” to practise counting carefully and accurately.
In Year 1 and Year 2, the children have been focusing on representing numbers to 20 and exploring tens and ones in Maths. We have also been very impressed with the creativity shown in Drawing Club this week, where the children produced imaginative writing and illustrations inspired by the book Would You Rather?
