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Marking Policy

At Castle View Primary School, marking is used as one of a range of strategies to give feedback, next steps and follow up opportunities to pupils in order to improve their work and help them take ownership of their learning.

Marking should model good cursive handwriting, spelling, punctuation and grammar.  All marking will be completed in a green pen.
Feedback on children’s work can be verbal or in writing. Teachers are expected to respond to work with positive comments and should praise at least one thing that the child has done well in their work.  Marking should move on or consolidate the children’s learning. 
 Corrections should be with an           and could include:
· Aspects of their spelling, punctuation or grammar which need to be corrected
· Incorrect answers in Maths
· Editing or making improvements to a piece of their work
· Misconceptions in Foundation Subjects
Written corrections should be done at least weekly in English and Maths.  These can take place in response to mistakes or misconceptions part way through a lesson or can be completed before the next lesson.  
Across school, any editing that children do will be with a pink pen/pencil.
At the teacher’s professional discretion, some children will be encouraged to use green and red pencil crayons to indicate capital letters and punctuation marks. 
During a supported write, there will be more corrections in order for children to edit and improve their work. 
In the green end of unit books, teachers will only comment on what the children have done well.

When anybody other than the class teacher is marking work, they should initial or sign the work.
